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As the UK’s leading first aid charity St John Ambulance’s role is to provide an effective and efficient
charitable first aid service to local communities.

2010 is already proving to be a very busy year for St John Ambulance in Oxfordshire. Over the New
Year weekend alone we responded to 18 ambulance calls, including a fire and, during January’s
bad weather, we carried out 131 calls on behalf of the NHS totalling 306.5 hours with our two 4x4
vehicles playing an important role throughout the county.

Our work in West Oxfordshire would not be possible without our team of 66 fully-trained adult
volunteers ably assisted by 16 cadets and badgers aged 5 to 18 years. In 2009 our local volunteers
“contributed a staggering 1725 hours to the community. St JohnAmbulance operates six emergency
ambulances which are based at Bicester offering services ranging from answering 999 calls on
behalf of the NHS, to transfers between hospitals, routine admissions and discharges. These
services are offered both during the week by full time employees of St John Ambulance and on the
weekends by our dedicated team of volunteers.

We also operate two 4x4 specially equipped Land Rover ambulances based in Abingdon and
Banbury, ready to respond with vital help and support at major emergencies, road accidents,
weather incidents or fires, as well as the numerous public events we support.
