The minutes were not approved due to an addition proposed by Ken Giles in relation to Cllr 
Henderson’s contribution to the discussions concerning Middle Barton Primary School. The 
addition to be made and then minutes then signed.

Reports from County or District Councillors

Cllr Hudspeth submitted a report and this was briefly discussed. Cllr Hudspeth stated that 
the library consultation due to end on 30/9 to date showed that Chipping Norton library 
would not be affected by the government cuts but some other local libraries would be in 
relation to opening times and staffing.  He reiterated the invitation to the snow day on 8 
October in Deddington and mentioned that a waste consultation was still on going.  He also 
urged parishioners to sign up for the Superspeed Broadband which again would be 
addressed on the greatest need basis.

Cllr Goffe submitted a report to say that the land he had offered at the Carpenters Arms site 
for Affordable Housing was under consideration by Cottsway and sketch plans should be 
 for the October meeting.  He also mentioned that Kiddington Road had been left very untidy 
by OCC 
Highways and this was being addressed and that there was still an issue with cars 
speeding through the village.

Middle Barton School Governors Meeting 20 September 2011 - Invitation 

Cllrs Dyer and Leonard would  attend the school governors meeting to discuss the issues that were raised in the letter sent to all governors in August by the PC.  Claudia Wade OCC Education Officer felt that this letter undermined Chris Brock the chair of the School Governors but the council stood by their decision to send this as minuted in the July minutes.  It was also understood by the councillors that the numbers had fallen again due to parents exercising their right to remove their children and that the September term start saw the lowest pupil numbers recorded for many years.  This is a huge consideration for the village in its entirety not just parents with school age children so concerns were being raised directly with the parish council to this end.

The councillors present  again wished it to be minuted that Cllr Henderson acted throughout this discussion with full integrity and maintaining school confidentiality at all times.

Planning application for land at Mill Lane/Church Lane

The council’s objections were not taken into consideration at the Uplands Committee 
meeting on Monday 5th September but a site visit had been agreed for Thursday 29th 
September 2011. Dawn Brodie stated that the decision to allow the development was based 
on the fact that the original footprint of the building would not be altered.  However as part 
of the development consideration undertaken by Daniel Metcalfe in September 2010 it was 
stated that any proposal for conversion of the existing barn would not accord with Policy 
BE10 of the Local Plan and would therefore be unacceptable on its planning merits.  Due to 
 timings allowable at the Uplands meeting for our objections to be raised by Cllr Bews the 
original information received from Daniel Metcalfe was not in the committee hands.

THAT, the clerk would write to each individual Uplands Committee member with a copy of 
the council’s original objection to Dawn Brodie which clearly stated all the reasons that 
Daniel Metcalfe stated in September 2010 as to why planning would not be permitted on 
the site under any guise.
