Minutes of the last meeting 

The minutes from the meeting held on 16 December 2013 were approved and signed as an 
accurate record.

Matters arising – Home to School Transport Policy 2014 Consultation


A response to the proposal was put together by the clerk and approved by all councillors 
prior to sending to Oxfordshire County Council (OCC).  


Cllr Hudspeth confirmed that the consultation was going to cabinet on 4th February.

Update to November 2013 minutes

Minute 782 (d) was updated.  The previous version of the minutes stated that the parish council had purchased two defibrillators, however, this was incorrect and the parish council had only purchased one defibrillator and a well wisher had donated the second.

Update - Localism Act: Intention to Bid - The Carpenters Arms

Mr Madden confirmed that no major progress had been made in terms of talks with the Plunkett Foundation and funding options due to other commitments.


Cllr Leonard confirmed that the ‘moratorium’ period was now over and that the agent had confirmed that the pub would be re-marketed.  Given this update there were no time constraints and so fact finding would continue.  Mr Madden suggested the need for a sub-committee to take this forward.


RESOLVED

THAT, Cllr Dyer would put a note in the Barton bulletin to ask for volunteers to form a sub-committee.

Reports from District and County Councillors (Appendix A) 

County Cllr Hudspeth brought up the recent flooding issues in Oxford and how the county council are looking into what needs to be done if the roads in and out of Oxford flood again, for example the possibility of widening Sandford Lock.   He also mentioned the need to look at flood prevention in the home.  

He confirmed that the budget was going to cabinet the following Tuesday, then to the full council on the 18th February and that council tax was likely to rise by 1.99%.

Winter preparation 13/14
The clerk confirmed contacting Paul Wilson at OCC to ask whether the salt bins in Marshall Crescent had been refilled as they appeared to have missed.  Mr Wilson confirmed that he would check this out.  

Cllr Henderson agreed to move the salt bin on the corner of Farriers Road and Rectory Crescent to the corner of Woodway Road and Enstone Road (near the hairdressers) following a request from a resident and to refill the salt bin outside the school from the parish council’s surplus stock.
Cllr Henderson confirmed that he was still waiting for a quote from Mr Stewart in connection with the salt bin that was to be sited in the S&SC car park.

Village Defibrillator

Following a note in the Barton bulletin asking for volunteers to become First Responders, it was confirmed that no volunteers had come forward.  Cllr Dyer confirmed that she would put another note in the Barton bulletin asking for volunteers.
Following more discussions about the parish council purchasing a defibrillator for the village, it was agreed that Cllr Dyer would speak to Louise Caldwell (one of the current first responders) to see how often the current defibrillators had been used in the last 12 months to see how beneficial they have been.  It was also agreed that it would be useful to see how the defibrillator works.  

RESOLVED
THAT, Dick Tracey from South Central Ambulance Services and his boss would be invited to a PC meeting to show the PC how the defibrillator works.
