Reports from County and District Councillors (Appendix A & B)

Cllr Hudspeth announced that a further £50 million worth of savings needs to be found over the next four years.  The County Council is launching a public consultation on options for saving money.   Part of the consultation to include 3 public meetings and a parish and town council specific meeting (to take place on the 9th November) to allow residents to find out more and to have their say.  Details of the proposed savings and the amounts saved will be published on the 20th October.

Cllr Courts asked for the Parish Council’s view on a proposed recycling centre near Enstone Airfield.  This is currently only an informal idea that is being discussed amongst Charlbury Parish Councillors.  Given that Ardley recycling centre is likely to close soon, the Parish Council said they would support the idea.  However, Cllr Dyer would ask for residents’ views on the subject in the forthcoming edition of the bulletin.

-  Walkabout update



Parking issues discussed as you enter Holliers Crescent from North Street.  During 

the walkabout discussions were had about turning the grass verge on the right as 

you enter the road into dedicated parking bays.  The clerk is following this idea up 

with OCC.  Proposed white lines discussed at the top of Mill Lane and along North 

Street on the corner near Washington Terrace to deter cars parking at these 


locations.  The Parish Council were meeting with James Wright from OCC the 


following day to discuss further.  



One member of the public raised the issue of the parked van along North Street, 

just before the Alice Marshall Hall.  Initial impressions are that the van is a moving 

vehicle and it can cause confusion to drivers exiting Kiddington Road onto North 

Street.   Discussions moved on to the limited off-road parking spaces at the property 

with the van following an extension to the property.  There is only off-road parking 

now for one car.  The PC understood that planning applications took the number of 

off-road parking spaces into consideration when approving any application.  The 

clerk was asked to contact the planning departments for guidelines on this matter.



Other issues discussed during the walkabout were road degradation at Holliers 


Crescent and the cutting back of foliage in some areas. 



(c)
Transport - The Chair



Cllr Dyer confirmed that the subsidy for the S4C is due to end on 30 November 2015.  

Little interest had been received so far from residents regarding the bus scheme.  A 

small working party is looking to get together and agree on a flyer that will be sent 

out to all residents to try and encourage interest.  It was agreed that neighbouring 

parishes such as Duns Tew, Sandford, Westcote Barton, Wootton and Glympton 


would be e-mailed by the clerk to try and encourage joint working.  Cllr Dyer 


suggested informing residents of a precept increase to try and encourage more 


interest.  


(d)
Sports and Social Club (S&SC)/Playing Fields



Cllr Hinton informed the meeting that the building work was due to finish in early 
November, with the grand opening possibly taking place on the 5th December.  


The Playing Field Committee wanted to thank the PC for offering to fund the repairs 
to the youth shelter.


Following the recent parish walkabout, the PC had suggested to the Playing Field 
Committee that the small existing gap at the south end of the wall should be 
widened and a pathway laid across the verge to make a separate pedestrian exit 
to/from the car park.  No feedback had been received back.
