Reports from County and District Councillors (Appendix A & B)

Cllr Courts confirmed that he had submitted his views regarding the cuts to the V17 and S4C bus service.  He encouraged further representation to be made until the final decision in February.


Cllr Dyer gave Cllr Courts an update on the community bus idea and informed him of the public meeting taking place on Saturday 28th November to explore ideas and gather support.

It was agreed that Stagecoach should be contacted to ask if they were going to run the S4C service commercially after February or if they would consider running a reduced service.


Cllr Courts reminded the council that he is the Parish Liaison for WODC and so he should be contacted if there are any problems.

Speeding traffic (North Street/South Street)


North Street – Costs associated to a VAS (Vehicle Activation Sign) and on-going 
maintenance were discussed.  It was agreed that costs were rather high and 
therefore in the first instance the PC would try placing temporary road signs to 
encourage a reduction in speed.    



RESOLVED


THAT, the clerk would contact OCC and ask for some temporary ‘speedwatch’ signs 

for placement along North Street.  Following their placement, a speed survey 


would be commissioned (at a cost of £100 ex. VAT) to monitor the traffic speeds.

Tree maintenance

The tree survey is due to be completed on the 15th December by Nicholsons.

The hedgerow along from the Carpenters Arms, in front of the new affordable 
housing development was discussed in terms of who owned it and the need for it to 
be trimmed.  


RESOLVED


THAT, the clerk would try and establish ownership and ascertain when it would be 

trimmed next.


The clerk had received a letter from a resident about the overgrown hedgerow that 

runs along the pathway from Dorn Close through to Holliers Crescent/Kirby Close.  



RESOLVED


THAT, the clerk would send a letter to the owner of the hedge to ask for it to be 

trimmed back.  The PC believed there may be a stipulation into the height of the 

hedge and so asked the clerk to look into this also.

Highways, pavements and verges





- White lines





OCC had provided a map of the proposed white lines for Mill Lane and North Street.  

These details have been forwarded to the lining contractor and the clerk is now 


waiting for a quote.

Street lighting near 45 Holliers Crescent – Cllr Henderson raised concern about the 
new street lights that have been installed in and around Holliers Crescent.  The 
quality of the lighting is poor in comparison to the old ones.  It was requested that 
the clerk contact OCC to try and organise a meeting with the Street Lighting Team to 
discuss further.

Walkabout updates:-


Proposal to turn the grass verge on the right hand side as you enter Holliers Crescent 
from North Street into dedicated parking bays – the clerk had contacted OCC about 
the proposal and they had come back asking what materials would be used if this 
was to be considered.  Cllr Henderson confirmed that it would be permeable paving, 
with the pavement being tarmac.  The clerk to contact OCC and confirm.



Road degradation outside No. 91 Holliers Crescent and into Kirby Close  – OCC 


had confirmed that it did not meet their safety criteria, however, they will continue 

to monitor it.

Cllr Dyer confirmed that a public meeting had been called to discuss the future of 

public transport in the village.  This meeting was hopefully going to take place on 

Saturday 28th November but this had yet to be confirmed.
