Cllr Courts reported that superfast broadband was progressing.  


Cllr Dyer asked Cllr Roberts if there was likely to be a rise in council tax for the coming year.  Cllr Roberts was unable to confirm definitely but reported it was being considered, particularly as it had been frozen for the last five years.  Cllr Courts reported that OCC were likely to raise taxes by 2%, possibly even 4 % to cover costs for adult care.

Speeding traffic update (North Street/South Street), including speed data for South 

Street


South Street – The data from the speed survey carried out 12/11/15-18/11/15 by 
OCC was reviewed.  The summary report highlighted a peak in traffic flow between 
08:00-09:00 and 14:00-15:00, with the majority of vehicles travelling at speeds 
between 16-26mph at these times.  There were very few vehicles reported across 
the whole week travelling between 26-31mph and no cars exceeding 31mph.
