Reports from County and District Councillors (Appendix A & B)

Cllr Hudspeth reported that the County Council were process of budget setting and reiterated the need for further savings.  Cllr Dyer asked Cllr Hudspeth if all of the proposed savings were going to be implemented.  Cllr Hudspeth confirmed that all 95 saving options were going to be implemented, resulting in savings of £56.1 million.  Cllr Hudspeth reported that there would be less funding available for adult care as a result of the increase in the national living wage.    


Cllr Courts confirmed the District Council was also going through the budget process. In reality it looked as though there would be a small increase in council tax.

The clerk was asked to contact WODC to ask for Church Lane, outside the school, to 
be swept by the road sweeper (preferably in the early morning 
when there were 
fewer cars parked).
