Reports from County and District Councillors (Appendix A & B)

Cllr Courts confirmed that the Local Plan had been submitted.  He believes they may have to revisit the housing target but they are happy with what has been submitted, believing it to be sustainable.  The budget process is going through at the moment.  He talked about councils being independent from Government from 2020 and business rates being reset.  Also, that the shared working process is being expanded across the county, so all services will be delivered this way. 


Cllr Dyer asked if Affordable Housing is included in the Local Plan.  Cllr Courts confirmed it would be.  Discussions were had about possible sites for more affordable housing in the village.  Cllr Courts happy to support such development if there is land available.

The running track around the school field was being removed 

and quotes were being sought for the removal.  The bell tower was being looked at 

in terms of repairing it and trying to get it working in time for the 150 year 


anniversary.

Highways, pavements and verges





Mill Lane maintenance




The overhanging bramble bush had been cleared.  OCC had been contacted about 

the steep incline into the ford and were to investigate.




The clerk had contacted Dan Weeks from OCC to ask him to have a look at the 


metal bridge in the Dock as it was in a dangerous state and was in need of clearing.  

He had visited the site and cleared some of the debris off of the bridge and 


confirmed it was in a safe condition.



Proposed lay-by for Holliers Crescent – OCC will consider once they receive a design 

plan.  Cllr Henderson to organise.


There were concerns for the state of the pavement that runs along the B4030 
between the Carpenters Arms and the Duns Tew turning following the cutting of the 
hedgerow.  The clerk to raise the matter with OCC.   
 
The clerk had confirmed that Highways were responsible for the roadside part of the 
hedgerow that runs along the B4030 outside the new affordable housing 
development.  The clerk to check that the OCC had trimmed the hedge back.

Community bus steering group update




A recent meeting had taken place with members of Duns Tew PC to update them on 

progress, including details of the bus the group would like to purchase.  Members of 

the group had been invited to the next Duns Tew PC meeting (to be held on 7th 


March) to discuss details further.  Cllr Giles and Cllr Dyer volunteered to attend this 

meeting on behalf of the group.  



In terms of funding, the group is likely to request an initial payment and then a 


smaller, more regular payment from the PC to help with the project.  Money from 

customers using bus passers would feed into funds, however, this money doesn’t 

come through very quickly and so there is likely to be a backlog of funds from this 

source.




Recently, Mr Harrison from Go Ride had contacted the PC offering a possible 


solution/extension of a bus service to Woodstock.  This information had been 


forwarded on to the group.

Cllr Hinton confirmed that the AGM had recently taken place.  During the meeting 
the Parish Council had been thanked for their continual support (financially and 
physically).
