PUBLIC QUESTION TIME 
One member of public asked how to find out about the PC – Informed of website and notice board. Clerk to ensure a copy of the agenda is put on the notice board. 
A resident of North Street is unhappy about the proposed new build in South Street. The resident is unhappy that previously planning permission had been granted without residents being notified.  The current application is a reapplication of the original made 3 years ago.  Council only received papers today and will look at the application thoroughly. 

Another member of the public thanked Cllr Henderson for clearing snow/mud in the Dock area.

Another member of public raised a number of questions with regard to the Enstone airfield planning application. The Chair confirmed that we currently have very little information, and that we would not automatically receive a copy of the plans as they would be submitted to the Enstone PC; the Chair confirmed that a copy had been requested. Public are concerned about more traffic coming through the village as the traffic to/from Soho House has already had a big impact. They are very worried that the Enstone plans will increase the traffic massively. The Chair suggested public should put an objection together. 

The Chair also suggested that the public could assist with traffic monitoring as we are concerned about the number of lorries driving through the village as well as cars speeding which is another subject to be covered.
Cllr Meadowcroft explained that we will have use of a speed gun and that the PC would organise a team to assist with monitoring.

Cllr Giles suggested that we have a separate meeting about the traffic problems.
