PUBLIC QUESTION TIME 
A member of the public asked for more information on why the decision had been taken to cancel the plans for a lay-by in Holliers Crescent. Cllr Parry explained that after further investigation the County Highway requirements and the need to adhere to a section S278 agreement would mean further surveys and the footpath and utility services being moved. This would incur additional costs.  A quote for which had been received for civil design and other costs in excess of £20,000.

A member of the public stated that the lay-by is a necessity and not an asset to the village.  

Another said it is a very dangerous corner and something should be done as quickly as possible.

Cllr Parry confirmed that we could obtain a services layout and investigate further.

Another member of the public reported that cars are also parking on the green area. 

Cllr Meadowcroft asked if we should just have ‘no parking’ white lines. Cllr Henderson stated that it would take 3 years to have double yellow lines in place. Cllr Hudspeth asked how far we would like white lines going back, Cllr Carter-Windle suggested the length should be at least 6 cars on both sides of the road. A member of Public suggested all the way up to the last house in Holliers Crescent.  Cllr Hudspeth confirmed that he would look into on behalf of the PC.

A member of public asked Cllr Hudspeth about School transport fees, and asked why more had not been done to investigate discrepancies in fees being charged. Cllr Hudspeth explained the system was complicated and that the catchment area of the School is not necessarily the nearest School. Another member of the public asked how the calculation worked. The feeling is that it is very unfair. The Chair asked Cllr Hudspeth if her understanding that Middle Barton pupil’s first choice of School being Chipping Norton was correct, this was confirmed as being correct.  The catchment area is drawn up by the School. Cllr Hudspeth quoted that Marlborough is closer than Chipping Norton.   Some families in the village are currently going through an appeal process but feel that they are not being taken seriously.   Cllr Hudspeth agreed to talk further with the parents present, who then left the meeting to carry on the discussion.

f)Village appraisal – Cllr Rosemont talked about a meeting that some of the Councillors 
attended at WODC to discuss a local plan.  WODC said that it probably wouldn’t recommend 
it because of cost, time etc. The PC should look to carry out a village appraisal. We would 
need to set up a steering group, and organise a community questionnaire to find out what 
people 
think we need.


g)Cllr Carter-Windle asked Roger Tyers (Worton Road development) for an update. Roger 
confirmed that the Planning officer in charge of the application is not happy with the current 
plans.  Information was resubmitted as required, but Planning are still not happy. Roger will 
discuss further with Cllr 
Jackson.  The Clerk confirmed that the PC had received another 
email from Planning with a new deadline asking for any 
comments by the 7th August. The PC 
confirmed that they had no further comments to make.
