VE Day anniversary - Metal Frame Soldier – The PC agreed to purchase a statue as a memorial to be placed at the S&SC. The Clerk will investigate costs.  

Results of village walkabout, Monday 8th July 2019
1) 7 trees identified as needing a trim. Andrew Henderson Ltd will carry out the required work. The  Clerk will supply a list of tree numbers and location. 

2) 26 Dorn Close – Repair work to the street light (light number 3) via the pathway has caused a problem with the driveway, blocks are lifting. Cllr Carter-Windle will contact Chris Grain/OCC.
3) The bushes in the walkway through Dorn Close to Kirby Close need to be trimmed back. Cllr Hinton reported that the resident had already carried out the work at the time of the meeting.
4) An email had been received with a complaint regarding the repair work carried out in the walkway from Worton Road through to Ballards Close. This was investigated during the walkabout. It appears that only two of the five areas that Cottsway identified as requiring work had been repaired. The Clerk will follow up with Cottsway.
5) The White lines at the bottom of Holliers Crescent need repainting after repair work had been carried out to the road. Cllr Carter-Windle will contact Chris Grain/OCC.
6) Mirrors opposite Rayford Lane and the bottom of South Street will be replaced. Cllr Rosemont will measure the current mirror in South Street and report back to the Clerk who will then place an order for two replacement mirrors.

Village appraisal – The final version has been agreed. Printing will start late August/early September, distribution mid/late September, collate/analysis of results October and Results  communicated from November. 
Results of recent meeting with Mullin – Cllr Carter-Windle and Cllr Hinton attended a meeting with Kieran Hedigan regarding the Mullin approval and reaffirmed the money for Our Bus and discussed the appropriate route to take with regard to traffic calming.
The Camera by the Cinnamon Stick (June minutes) - Ian Hudspeth confirmed it was there for traffic monitoring. It has now been removed.
