Prior to the council meeting commencing there will be an opportunity of up to 15 minutes for members of the public to make comments and to ask questions of the Parish Council.
Dr Jane Mcrobie attended the meeting to discuss the current issues concerning transport for children from Middle Barton to Chipping Norton School. Jane reported that some children do not have a seat as the bus is over-subscribed. Another area of concern is that some families are forced to pay and others are free. Different rules seem to apply year on year. It appears that the transport facility has been reduced with currently only 70 places, so more children than seats. The onus is then left to the School to arrange alternative transport. Jane feels very strongly that Middle Barton as a village need to put a case forward stating that transport to School should be a free provision. As this is the responsibility of the OCC, Jane has arranged a meeting with Ian Hudspeth on Wednesday 18th September. There will also be an open meeting at the Sports & Social club on Monday 7th October. This will be advertised in the bulletin. Jane asked for the PC’s support. Cllr Hinton agreed to attend the meeting.  The Clerk will post the meeting details on FB.
