The Clerk confirmed that she had been in touch with the Haulage Company responsible for the damage and they had agreed to cover the cost of the replacement Mirror, Pole and fitting.

(a) School Governors report – Alison Umney, School Liaison Governor

Play area has been inspected and other than the zip wire it is looking good. The zip wire repairs are in progress. 


Playing fields Committee are very happy with the outcome of the Extraordinary meeting and are looking forward to working with the PC.

The Playing fields Committee will launch a lottery page via the Cherwell Lottery to help raise funds. Andy Hinton will administer the scheme as treasurer. There are prizes from £100–£25,000 per month. £1 paid in the fund gain 50p. Customers will register and purchase online.
